1. ABOUT THIS DOCUMENT

This document has been developed to assist in conducting audits that verify the compliance with
criteria that qualifies a company, which submitted the GFA Label application (‘company’), for the
Green Freight Asia Label.

The use of this document should be restricted to this type of audits only.

This document is intended as guidance for auditors and to ensure a consistent audit quality across
different auditors, in the following referred to as neutral GFA assessment partner(-s), which are
appointed by Green Freight Asia Network Ltd.

Parts of this document are also available to other parties involved in the GFA Label application
process, such as companies that apply for the GFA Label.

Green Freight Asia Network Ltd. (GFA) does not make any guarantee or assume any liability with
respect to the use of any information or recommendations contained in this document.

Neutral GFA assessment partner(-s) requiring additional information or advice should consult GFA.

This version 1.1. of the GFA Label Audit Guideline refers to the GFA Label questionnaire for
Carrier and the GFA Label questionnaire for Shippers/ Buyers version 1.1., and is subject to future
revisions.

2. ABOUT GFA
Green Freight Asia (GFA) is an industry led program. GFA is incorporated in Singapore as a non-
profit organization.

G F A’ksy objective is to help lower fuel consumption across Asia-Pacific sourced road freight
movements, reduce CO2e emissions from these movements and lower shipping costs across the
entire supply chain. GFA is the dedicated platform in the Asia-Pacific region for sustainability
industry leaders:

1 GFA provides a simple/ clear definition and recognition of Green Road Freight Transport

1 GFA aligns the definition and recognition of Green Road Freight Transport across countries
in Asia-Pacific and other regions.

1 GFA provides a Level Playing field for industry to adopt green freight practices.
1 GFA facilitates information sharing about Green Technologies.

1 GFA proves a positive impact of Green practices on fuel consumption and CO2e emissions
in a measurable way for its members.
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3. ABOUT THE GFA LABEL

The recognition of Green Road Freight Transport is provided through a Label that member
companies of GFA can use to communicate their commitment to sustainability to its customers.

The GFA Label identifies companies and organizations that are committed to adopting sustainable
road freight practices and supporting the implementation of green freight programs and initiatives
throughout Asia with a vision to increase the fuel efficiency of freight, improve air quality and
minimize CO2 emissions reducing road freight-related emissions.

The GFA Label is a combination of 4 leaves from the Green Freight Logo, a calendar year (text
direction is stacked), next to it on the left are the words Green, Freight, and Asia in a stacked
formation and in capital letters in the same fashion as in the Green Freight Asia Logo, the unique
logo ID in all inside a round diagonal corner rectangle with a white background color and medium
grey line color.

There are 4 variations of the Green Freight Asia Label, which only differ in the numbers of leaves
which are colored in green or shaded in grey.

A company that attains one leaf has demonstrated a minimum commitment to adopting green
freight practices. A company that attains four leafs demonstrates itself as a true sustainability
leader, with an outstanding commitment

The number of leaves essentially represent where member companies were benchmarked in
relation to adopting green freight practices and the degree of commitment members had
demonstrated by making progress on adopting such practices.

A company can apply for the GFA Label as a ‘Carrier’ and/or as a 'Shipper/Buyer’

1 A company that owns commercial vehicles for the transport of goods is considered a
‘Carrier

1 A company that buys road freight transport services for the movement of its own goods and
products or the ones of its customer is considered as a ‘Shipper/Buyer’

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THE GREEN FREIGHT ASIA LABEL PROCESS

1. OBJECTIVES

The primary goal of the GFA Label is to recognize a company’s commitment to adopting
sustainable road freight practices, based on an objective assessment of the accuracy and
completeness of the reported information and its conformance to the GFA Label criteria.

2. THE GFA LABEL ASSESSMENT PARTNER

GFA is an industry led program, which is governed by a Board of Directors, a CEO and Members.

Members of GFA are mainly private sector companies, typically Carrier and Shippers/ Buyers that
at the same time are entitled to apply for the GFA Label

In order to ensure objectivity, neutrality and compliance with data security and competition
compliance aspects, GFA engaged neutral GFA Label assessment partner (-s) for the collection,
management and assessment of the data that companies provide as part of the GFA Label
application process.

In performing its services, the GFA Label Assessment Partner is to remain independent of all
activities verified — free from bias and conflict of interest. To maintain objectivity throughout the
verification process, the GFA Label Assessment Partner shall review and report actual or potential
conflicts of interest at any time.

The GFA Label Assessment Partner shall demonstrate ethical conduct through trust, integrity,
confidentially and discretion throughout the GFA Label verification process and comply with the
GFA Confidentiality Clause at all times

The GFA Label Assessment Partner shall exercise due professional care and judgment in
performing tasks with necessary skills and competences to undertake the verification.

4. THE GFA CONFIDENTIALITY CLAUSE

Data disclosed to the GFA Label Assessment Partner (‘company submissions’ as part of the GFA
Label application) will be used to assess individual and group performance using only the tools
and processes agreed to by the GFA members. Data will not be used for other purposes without
prior approval from the disclosing company.
The GFA Label Assessment Partner will:

I. keep company submissions in confidence,

II.  will not disclose, publish or otherwise distribute the company submissions to any third party,

lll. disclose company submissions only to its employees, agents, advisors, and affiliates,
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IV.  will promptly notify disclosing party upon discovery of any unauthorized use or disclosure of
company submissions and take reasonable steps to regain possession of the data
submission and prevent further unauthorized actions or other breach of this agreement; and

V. will only disclose company GFA Label stage (incl. information about year, country, part of the
business and own fleet/ contracted fleet the label is valid for) to GFA or GFA Asia Members
(no individual GFA member or their data and results should be individually identifiable from
such aggregation), and

VI.  will strictly use company submissions for GFA purposes. GFA may request further analyses
on collected data from the GFA certification body to help GFA understand general trends in
Asia Pacific (e.g. fuel efficiencies in specific industries, of specific vehicle types, etc.) and
share this research with public. Individuals or firms are not identified in any such research or
publication.

3. THE GFA LABEL APPLICATION

A company can apply for the GFA Label as a ‘Carrier’ and/or as a 'Shipper/Buyer’

1 A company that owns commercial vehicles for the transport of goods is considered a
‘Carrier

1 A company that buys road freight transport services for the movement of its own goods and
products or the ones of its customer is considered as a ‘Shipper/Buyer’

To apply for the GFA Label, the company submits the completed GFA Label questionnaire for
Carrier and/ or the completed GFA Label questionnaire for Shippers/ Buyers, incl. evidence which
is required for the GFA Label leaf level the company is applying for.

Each GFA Label application is for a specific country or specific countries. The GFA Label
guestionnaire requires data/ information on country basis unless explicitty mentioned in this
document or the GFA Label questionnaire.

The GFA Label is valid for the year in which the company submitted the GFA Label questionnaire.
If the GFA Label questionnaire is submitted in 2015, thent the GFA Label will carry the year 2015.

4. THE GFA LABEL APPLICATION SUBMISSION

4.1 Submission dates

GFA offers 4 submission dates per year: Jan 01, April 01, July 01 and October 01.

A company can only choose one date per year, but regardless of the submission date, it will need
to submit the GFA Label questionnaire with a complete data set for the previous calendar year. A
company can however choose to submit the GFA Label questionnaire for different countries and
for different roles, as a carrier and as a shipper/ buyer at different dates.
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The GFA Label assessment of all GFA Label questionnaires submitted before a specific deadline
will start after this deadline. (e.g. all submissions received by April 01 will be assessed after April
01) — in case a GFA Label questionnaire arrives after a specific deadline then its assessment
starts after the next deadline (e.g. submission arrived on April 15. The assessment of this
submissions starts after July 01)

4.2 Re-submissions

A re-submission is defined as a submission of the GFA Label questionnaire of a company for the
same country and in the same role (carrier or shipper/ buyer) as already submitted in the same
calendar year.

Unless otherwise mentioned in this document, re-submissions after the assessment has started
are not permitted. A re-submission of a completed GFA Label questionnaire is however permitted
if the re-submission takes place between two submission dates. (e.g. a GFA Label questionnaire
that is submitted on February 15 can be re-submitted until April 01. In the same case the re-
submission is not permitted after April 01.

Unless otherwise stated in this document, re-submissions are only permitted

1 in case the company noticed an error in its submission which correction leads to a lower
GFA Label leaf level than the one that the company received during/ after assessment.

1 in the following calendar year, as part of the annual GFA Label application (=New
submission).

4.3 New submissions

Unless otherwise mentioned in this document, a company can submit the application for the GFA
Label for specific country(-ies) and in a specific role (Carrier or Shipper/ Buyer) only once a
calendar year.

Submissions for the same country(-ies) and the same role (Carrier or Shipper/ Buyer) for the
same GFA Label leaf level or a different GFA Label Leaf level can only be issued in the following
year.

4.4 Submission recipient

A company submits the completed GFA Label questionnaire for Carrier and/ or the completed GFA
Label questionnaire for Shippers/ Buyers, incl. evidence which is required for the GFA Label leaf
level the company is applying for, by E-Mail to the GFA Label Assessment partner.

5. THE GFA LABEL APPLICATION ASSESSMENT

Audits which assess the compliance with criteria that qualifies a company for the GFA Label are
strictly conducted by the neutral GFA assessment partner(-s).

Such audits will be conducted, strictly based on the guidelines that are specified in this document
and the information that the company that applies for the GFA Label provided by using the official
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GFA Label questionnaire for Carrier and GFA Label questionnaire for Shippers/ Buyers. No other
forms or submission are permitted, unless otherwise stated in this document.

In case the company has not provided evidence or in case the provided evidence is not deemed to
be sufficient, according to this document, the neutral GFA assessment partner will request the
company to provide evidence within 15 working days from the date of the request in case of GFA
Label Leaf 1 or 2 and 30 working days in case of GFA Label Leaf 3 or 4.

In case of applications for GFA Label Leaf 1 or 2, the neutral GFA assessment partner does not
provide analyses on the gaps (if any) between the company’s GFA Label application and evidence
required as per this document.

Its feedback to the company, during the GFA Label assessment, is limited to the request to provide
evidence. No further guidance/ explanation will be provided.

In case of applications for GFA Label Leaf 3 or 4, the neutral GFA assessment partner does
provide one analyses on the gaps (if any) between the company’s GFA Label application and
evidence required as per this document.
The analyses would provide the company with concrete guidance regarding the type/ form of
evidence that is required to meet the criteria where a gap was identified during the assessment.
(gap = missing or insufficient evidence)

In case the evidence is not provided within the above mentioned time period or the provided
evidence is again deemed insufficient, the criteria for which the evidence was requested for, is
considered ‘not met’.

For the avoidance of doubt: An application submitted for a specific GFA Label leaf can lead to a
lower leaf or even no leaf in case the required evidence is not provided or insufficient. GFA Label
fees that were paid by the company for a specific GFA Label leaf application are non-refundable.

6. THE GFA LABEL CRITERIA AND EVIDENCE

This chapter provides an overview of the GFA Label Criteria, in general as well as for each of the 4
leaves.

The GFA Label leafs are built on each other.

+ Companies that attain GFA Label leaf 4 meet all criteria of GFA Label leaf 1-4.
* Companies that attain GFA Label leaf 3 meet all criteria of GFA Label leaf 1-3.
+ Companies that attain GFA Label leaf 2 meet all criteria of GFA Label leaf 1-2.
+ Companies that attain GFA Label leaf 1 meet all criteria of GFA Label leaf 1.
